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ADVA NC E TABULATIO N ON HOUSING CHARACTERISTICS 

The fifth country-wide, Popu lation & Housi ng Census was conducted fro m 2nd to 
18t h Ma rch 199 8. The prov isional res ults had a lready been rel eased in the fo rm of Census 
Bul let in s, 1- 5 one eac h at Na t iona l and prov incia l leve l prov iding data on po pulatio n 
di stributio11 by sex and rui:-a l/ urban areas a t Tehs il leve l and for indi vidua l urban loca lities. 
Ad va nce tab ul ati o n on import ant po pu lat ion character isti cs i.e .. sex, age gro up, marita l 
s tatu s. literacy a nd educationa l a tta inm ent . had also been released in the fo rm o f Census 
Bulletin s, 6- 10 fo r policy and plannin g purposes at Nationa l and pro vi nc ia l level. 

An earl y release of some essent ia l data on housing was a lso rea li sed for planni ng 
a n d po I icy fo r rn u I a t i o n . A cc o rd i n g I y, ad v 'an c e t a b u I a t io n o n · i 111 po r t a n t h o u s i n g 
characteris tics is bei ng re leased through Census Bull eti ns. 13-1 7, one each at Nationa l and 
Prov incia l leve l. Bu ll'.!t in-1 3 contai ns the data at nati onal leve l. It compri ses two parts: the 
fi rst part con ta ins broad ana lysis of housing data. providin g an ins ight about the qualitative 
and quan titative aspects of housing in the count ry. While the second part consists o f advance 
tabu latio n on impo rtan t housi ng characteri sti cs compi led from sc ient ifically se lected samp le 
cove ring 1-2 pe r cent ru ral and 2-5 per. cent urban households. 

I. BROAD ANALYSIS OF HOUSING DATA 

1.1 HOUSING STOCK 

Accord ing to 199 8 Populat ion and Hous in g Census of Pakistan there were over 
19 .3 million housing units in the coun try as com pared to 12.6 million enumerated in 1980 

showing an increase of 53.7 per ce nt during the intercensa l period 1980-9 8. Of the total 
hous ing units in the country 67.7 per cent were in rura l and 32.3 per cent in urban areas . The 
rura l stock has increased at a low pace, of 45. 1 per cent, as aga inst a s ignificant increase. 

75 .6 per cen t in the urban stock since 1980. 

1.2 LEVE L OF CONG EST ION 

Leve l of congest ion in te rms o f pe rsons/rooms pe r hous ing un it reflec t s t he 
housin g conditions as we ll as the living standard of a soc iety. The ir changing trend he lps in 

determin ing the overa l requirement of housing units and ult imate ly prov ids a base fo r po li cy 
fo rm ation and future planni ng at macro and micro leve l in the co un try. These in dices are 

shown in the fo l lowing tab le:

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The level of c o nge s tion in terms of persons pe r ho us ing unit o r the ho useho ld s ize 

has declined in the country from 6.7 in 1980 to 6.5 in 1998 C e ns us . It has s hown a declin e of 

0 . I and 0.4 percentage po int s in rural and urban areas res pec t ivel y . Similarly, the number of 

room s per hous ing unit ha s increased from 1.9 in 1980 to 2 .2 in 1998 a t country level. A 

similar trend is reflected in both rural and urban areas indicating an improvement in the ho us­

ing c onditions over time . 

The pe rcentage o f sing le room ho uses has considerably dec lined from 5 1.5 in I 980 

to 37.7 in 1998. On the o ther hand the ho us ing units with 2-4 room s have inc rea sed by 10.9 

percentage points during this period. The percentage of ho uses containing 5 or more roo ms 

has s ignifi cantl y increased in 1998 particularly in rural areas where it has a lmost doubled . 

1.3 NATURE 0 F TENURE 

Of the total ho us ing units enumerated in 1998 C ens us . nearl y 81 per cent we re 

owned, 9 per cent rented and I 0 per cent rent free as against the res pecti ve percentage of 78, 

8 and 14 respectively in 1980. The percentage of owned ho us ing units was highe r in rural 

areas at 87 as against 68 in urban areas. Simi lar ly, the percentage of re nt free ho use s was 

higher in rural as compared to that in urban areas. Ho we ver. the percentage of rented hou ses 

was significantly higher at 23 .2 in urban as compared to onl y 2. 3 in rural areas o f the coun try 

as reflected in Table 2.

1.4 PERIOD OF CONSTRUCTION 

Of the owned hous ing units only 0.8 per cent were found under co ns truction 

s howing a very s low pace of construction . More than 55 per cent of housing units in the 

country were constr ucted I 0 years earlier to the 1998 Census , while 44 per cent were 

constructed between March I 988 to 1998, of which 25 .4 per cent bu i It after March 1993 . 

However, recent trend of construction of new houses was relatively higher in rural as 

compared to urban areas. Table 3 contains dat~ about period of construction s_ince I 980.

1.5 CONSTRUCTION MATERIAL - OUTER WALLS 

Qua I ity of housing units is reflected through the construct ion materia l used in the 

oute r wa ll s and roo fs o f the houses. Qua lity indices of construct ion regardi ng outer walls are 

sho .. vn in the following tab le:

More th a n 58 per cent hous ing units in the co untry in 1998 have standard category 

of wa lls constructed with baked bri cks/blocks/s tont! s wi th cemen t/mud fini sh as compared to 

43 per cen t in 1980 . In urban areas. more than 85 per ce nt housing units have used such 

materia l in th e construction of outer walls as agai nst 45 per cent in rural areas. 

The use of unbaked bricks with mud bonding in the construction of outer wall has 

declined at country leve l from 48 per cen t in 1980 to 35 pe r cent in 1998. Simil arly t he use of 

such mate ri a l has dec reased to 13 per cent in urban and 45 per cent in rura l areas wh ich was 

signi fica ntl y hi gher in 1980 . 

The use of wood/bamboo on the reverse has increased in 1998 at country level as 

we ll as in both rural and urban areas a ltho ugh its share is ve ry smal l i.e. , only 5 per cent a t 

country leve l. 7 per cent in rural and above I per cent in urban areas. The use of other 

material in the construction of outer wa ll s is also nomin al at countr y level as well as both in 

rura l and urban areas. Th e use of s uch materi al was however, higher in 1980 as compared to 

that in 1998. 
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1.6 CONSTRUCTION MATER IAL - ROOFS 

The quality of construction of roofs has considerably improved in 1998. as more 

than 2 1 per cent hous in g units have standard category of roofs constructed with RCC/ RBC 

(reinforced concrete/ bricks with cement be nded) _as compared to 9 per cent in 1980. About 

43 per cent houses in urban a reas used RCC/ RBC in the co nst ructi o n of roofs as against I I 

per cent in rural areas. The use of other material supported with girder or wood / log/ bamboo 

has declined to 78 per cent in rura l and 52 per cent in urban areas in 1998 whic h was 85 per 

cent in rura l and 62 per cent in urban areas in 1980. The use of o ther unspecified. materials 

has also declined in 1998 as against that in 1980 at country level as wel l as in both rura l an d 

urban areas as renected in Table 5.

I. 7 SOURCE OF DRINKING WATER 

Easy access to po tab le drinking water is one o f the basic human needs upon which 

the hea lth status of people la rg ly depends. It a lso serve as an index of quality living. Avail­

ability of drinking \vater thro ugh all sources in the country is shown in Table 6 below:

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Of the total housing unit s in the country 76.5 per cent have access to drinking 

water within the ir premises through various sou rces including pipe (Nu l), hand pump and 

well. Over 3 1 per cent housing units have the fac ility of piped wate r: 27 per cent inside and 
abou t 4 per cent outs ide the houses. More than 63 per cent urba n houses have thi s facility: 58 
per cent inside and about 5 per cent outs ide the houses as against only 16 per cent ru ra l 

houses; 13 per cent ii1 side and about 3 per cent outside the houses. Handpump is the second 

important source of drinking water which fulfills the need of more than 49 per cent housing 

units: 44 per cent ins ide and 5 per cent outside the houses. The we ll covers the suppl y of 

drinking water of about I 0 per cent houses. The percentage use of handpump and well is 
s ignificantl y higher in rura l as compared to urban areas of the country both inside and out­

side the houses. 

The comparison of 1980 Hous ing data with that o f 1998 shows that the suppl y of 

drinking water inside the houses through pipe and hanclpump has imp roved cons iderab ly over 

the time si111:e 1980. A s imil ar tre nd is depicted both in rural and urban parts of th e country 

as appears from Table-6. 

1.8 SOURCE OF LIGHTING 

The use of electricity as a source of li ghting has significan tly increased from 31 

per cent in 1980 to 71 per cent in 1998 in the country. It is more pronounced in rura l areas 

s ince the supply of e lectricity has increased from 15 to 61 per cent housing units si nce 1980. 

However. in urban areas above 93 per cent housing units use e lectrici ty as source o f l ighting 

as compared to 71 per cent in 1980.

Though the percentage o f housing units us ing kerosene oi l as source of lighting 

has declined s ignificantly since 1980 but it is still used by about 38 per cent hous ing units in 

rural and 6 per cent in urban areas with an overa ll use of 27 per cent at country leve l. T he use 

of other sources for lighting is, however, nominal i.e., below 2 per cent in the country as well 

as in its rural / urban areas. 
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1.9 USE OF COOKING FUEL 

About 69 per ce nt hous ing unit s in the country use \\'OOcl as cooking fuel \vhi ch is 

more pronounced in rural areas at 85 per cent as against 34 per cent in urhan areas. The use 

of\\ ood as cooking fuel ha s increased in rural areas in contrast to urban in 1998 as compared 

to that in 1980. The use of gas as cooking fuel has also in c reased s ignificantly at c o untry 

level from 6 t(l 19 per cent ho us ing units which is more distinct in urban areas at 56 p1.:r cent 

as compared to 22 per cent in 1980. 

On the o ther hand. the use of kerosene oil as cookin!! fud has declined consider-
, ~ 

ably especially in urban areas \Vhilt: in rural areas it has marginal!~ increased as compared to 

that in 1980.
